Habitat officials presented the Frys, who are moving to Corpus Christi, certificates of appreciation
and severa group photographs of Habitat members and the Frys. Kathy Gwinn gave the couple two travel
mugs. “We want you to always remember us when you are traveling and drinking coffee,” she said.

Carol Davidson said she will always remember the Frys. “Y ou have been incredible workers and
members,” she said.

During the festivities, Mayor Southern told about how impressed he was with Habitat. “Thisis
such agreat organization,” he said. “ They have improved such alarge part of the city....I have visited
much larger cities whose Habitat organizations have not built nearly as many homes as you have here.”

Phyllis Anderson and Aurora Petersen, both longtime members who hel ped organize the local
chapter, talked about the group and its work. Petersen related the events that happened when Hood County
Habitat was selected from the nation’s more than 1,600 affiliates to build the program’ s 50,000 home.
That home which was completed by Hood County Habitat in August 2003 is owned and occupied by
Antonio and Irma Mojicaand their three children.

Seeing things like that and being a participant in them brings good feelings to volunteers like
Petersen and Anderson. “I feel like God has blessed this group,” Anderson said. “For example, we were
out of lots and then Paul Beckman came to our group and began working and now we have enough lots to
last us for the next four years. Thisis such a positive group.”

“You are so right,” added Petersen. “Habitat, of course, has made a difference in the lives of our 34
families. Children have grown, married, gone on to college, the service and some into their own
businesses. It’sredlly been a God thing.”

Steve nodded agreement. “Another thing | love about Habitat is our families,” he said. “They love
what we have done for them and when we have a picnic....they attend because they feel like they are a part
of our family.”

Veronica Orellana smiled at those remarks. She and her husband, Jose, and their four children, are
owners of the 34™ house built by Habitat. “You are people with wonderful hearts,” she said. “Whatever |
say cannot be enough to thank you for what you have done for my family.” Her family, which includes
Authur, 13, Elizabeth, 12, Judith, 11, and Issac, 7, lived in a one room house. Her children always wanted
toinvite their friends over for a party but would not because they were ashamed of where they lived.
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“We had no air conditioning. We had no carpet. We had no heater. We had no yard,” said Veronica. “Now we
have al of those and guess what...Judith is going to invite her friends for a party at our new house.”

Her brown eyes flashed happiness.

“1 feel like with this program that God has smiled at us. My dream of owning a house has come true,”

she said.

Mary Sanchez feels much the same way. She’'s 59, agrandmother, and because of her age never

dreamed that she would qualify for a Habitat house.

“1 am blessed. Very blessed,” said Mary, who has three grandchildren living with her.
Mary’s homeisin Rancho Brazos where Habitat is currently working. David Hensel and his wife

Helen were the first Habitat residents in that addition.

“Before we were chosen, there were five of us crammed into atiny house of about 900 square feet,” he
said. “It flooded two or three times and one of the bathrooms didn’t work. We were paying $500 a month for

that.”
Helen listened and then added.

“We had no yard. We had no....well, that old place was like a cell,,,aprison,” she said. Her voice
softened. “Then came the call from Habitat that we had been approved for a house. Happy? Oh, yes, we were

happy. Tears, yes there were tears....tears of happiness.”

Her comments proved that much more than fried chicken was served at the picnic.

Much Morethan Houses

Habitat for Humanity does more than build
homes for (and with) familieswho arelivingin
substandard houses. A formal system isin place,
called the Family Support Committee, which
assigns a Habitat volunteer to mentor each new
family and assist them during the process of
constructing their home. However, in addition,
these families become lifelong friends with the
volunteers they meet during the construction
process. And the volunteers often have
connections in the community which can assist the
families with non-housing related matters.

Two such examples of community teamwork
to help families occurred recently. Inthefirst
case, aLion’s Club volunteer took two children of
one family for eye exams and glasses which were
paid for by the Lion’s Club. And, most recently,
our volunteers learned that the father from one of
our partner families was unable to qualify for a
commercia truck driver’slicense because of his
eyesight, and he needed the license to get a better
job. The man was unable to afford to pay for an
eye exam and glasses. Our volunteers contacted
the Lion’s Club and paperwork isin process to
enable him to receive an eye exam and glasses—
again, courtesy of the Lion’s Club. What a great
partnership we have with other nonprofit agencies
intheareal Thank you Granbury Lion’s Club!

Making Our World a Better Place

The class brought
tamales, enchiladas, rice, freshly-made salsa (hands-
down better than what comes out of a grocery store
jar), chips and hot cocoa. The class clearly enjoyed
surprising the volunteers and sharing thismeal. The
Tuesday evening volunteers consider this a blessing
for which they wish all of our AUMC volunteers
could have been present.

Why Habitat Buildsin the Rancho Brazos Addition

Many of you are familiar with the RBA community and perhaps see it as somewhat undesirable and wonder why we would
build homes there. Many reasons enter into it.

Asa Christian Ministry, Habitat for Humanity of Hood County strives to build affordable, decent and simple homes for
low-income families and the first criterionis to find lots to build on, which is done by our Site Selection Committee. Thereisalot
of detailed research and footwork that is done to acquire most of the lotsin this Hood County area. The lot owner has to be found
and in some cases the owner is deceased and the relatives have to be tracked down. Negotiation, title clearances and many
circumstances have entered into the purchase of these lots. The bottom line to all this.......is, we must be able to buy the lots at the
lowest price possible; which has been from $1,000.00 up to $3,000.00......... and this obviously affects the cost of the houses.

Thefirst six houses Habitat built were in the city limits and five of those lots were donated by an individual and the 6th lot
was purchased by Habitat........ making it possible for the establishment of our local Habitat affiliate. The downside of building in
the city limitsisthe cost of land being much higher and taxes are higher. Habitat cannot build to the city® square footage
reguirement or the garage requirement, but all the local septic, electric, water and building codes are followed to the letter. These
higher costs would make Habitat homes much higher and unaffordable to our low-income families.

Habitat is fortunate to be able to stay in the same community thislong and we have enough lots in this area for the next
three years and the Site Selection Committee will continue the search for more lots. Our tool trailer, adumpster and port-a-potty
always have to be moved to the current building site, plus Habitat has a supply shed in the area that houses alot of our building
materials +++......and it isalso our lunch lot where we are able to be served lunch by so many wonderful churches, organizations,
Bible Study groups, individuals and clubsl!

Additionally, Acton United Methodist Church has built a Community Center in RBA so they can offer all kinds of
programs for “All” the community and not just for our Habitat families. One of the most important is ”tutoring for the children.”
The school bus drops the children off at the center and they are given a snack; a group of dedicated retired teachers and volunteers
help the kids with their homework and any school related need. Bible study, Vacation Bible School, ESL programs for the adults,
special outings, different kinds of classes for children and adults, plus so much more is available.

If you have the opportunity to just drive around the addition, you will see quite afew of the homes Habitat has built. Just
turn left off Davis Road (American Legion Hall is on the corner) and drive on Canyon Road, Tumbleweed Road, Sage Crest,
Sundown and Edgebrook. You will easily see the homes Habitat has built. Y es, some of the areas are still pretty bad.......old
trailers, lots and lots of junk, old cars............ unpleasant to see, but they are areality. (Continued on Page 11)

A warm feeling greets guests after walking into Steve and Linda Wilson®house at 3309 Tumbleweed Trail. He®53,
built slender and has a moustache, brown eyes and is always humming. He laughs about that and says, "They call me the
hummer."

Linda smiles at her husband. She is 57, has blue eyes and is a pleasant gentle person. Their love of Jesus can be seenin
the several pictures of Christ on the wallsin their two=bedroom home. It can also be heard when Sammy their cockatiel begins
singing "Jesus Loves Me."

The couple owns the 13th house built by Hood County Habitat for Humanity. They call it agift from God. "Actually, it
was two blessings for us," said Steve. "We got us a new home, which we thought we would never get and | began to get my train
of thought back." But, first alittle background on this couple who met at a party given by afriend in Dallas. They cal it love at
first sight.

"We saw each other from across the room and we started running across the room and just grabbed each other and there®
been nobody else since," he said. They had many good years. He worked as a job supervisor on construction crews building
houses across the nation. He had three back and two neck surgeries but always successfully recovered and continued working.
Then one day he suffered a brain aneurysm and collapsed.

He was in the hospital 52 days. Doctors did not think he would live. They told Lindathat he would be a vegetable the
rest of hislife and she should consider putting him in a nursing home. He did not recognize her during his few conscious
periods. Finally, one day she went to the hospital chapel and prayed that she would do anything if God would just bring back
her husband. She went back to Steve®room. He opened his eyes and said, "Linda, my lovely, what am | doing here? | don®
understand."

She thinks that was God®sign to her that Steve eventually would be okay. And, he did come back. But, that took months
and required great patience on her part. When they finally left the hospital, Steve required constant supervision.

"I had to watch him real close all of the time," she said. "If he walked out of the door by himself, he became totally lost.”

He spent hours in therapy learning how to walk again. But, eventually he began coming back, little by little.

"With prayer and God®help," she said.

She began working at Walmart where she still works. They lived on her salary and his Socia Security. They paid $400 a
month for a two=bedroom apartment. They thought they would never own their own home again. Then one night at church,
Pastor Bob Underwood asked if they could have anything in the world, what would it be? "We both said @ur own home® he
said.

A week later she saw posted on a bulletin board at work a notice that applications for homes built by Habitat were being
taken. She made the discovery on the last day to apply but she got her papersin before the deadline closed. Then came the wait.
Somebody told her that their application had been turned down. Lindatried writing a letter telling how much they needed the
house. The letter was much too long. But, one night she said God told her to get up at 2 am. and write aletter explaining their
situation. She did.

"The words just flowed into one single page,” she said. She mailed the letter and then came the call. They had been
approved. Oh, happy day. "We said @hank you Jesus.C¥ es sir, it had to have been Jesus on this one," he said.

Working on their house and putting in their sweat equity hours became a joy for them. Steve®recollection of building
slowly came back. When he completed his 300 hours, he just kept on working. "1 worked on all the houses on this street," he
said.

Today, they love their home. They have added a covered deck that is nicely furnished and a great place to relax. Steve
also loves going to church and to the hospital where he helps with children. He will point at books and tell the children to hand
him one.

"Here, let me read you alittle story," he says.

Then he starts reading and gesturing with his hands. And, soon all of the youngstersin the room are sitting and listening to him.
Steve enjoys this because, well, ashe said, "I love helping little kids."
So what can you say about that. How about, "Thank you Jesus for people like Steve and Linda."

We cannot change those situations, BUT THE REALITY IS........ Habitat has made a difference.......... agood difference in
the community. Other people have built their own homes (not Habitat homes,) some people have improved their property, some
people have cleaned up their property and most of al.......... Habitat has been able to build new, good, decent, simple and affordable
homes for low-income families and please remember, these homes are not free. The families must apply, must qualify, and
must be working in order to pay for the 20 year mortgage on their homes. The cost of the homes is determined by the cost of the
materials used to build the homes; they are now running approximately $40,000.00 to $42,000.00. Habitat does not charge for
labor or interest! God continues to Bless our Ministry in so many ways. Thank you- - -you are our volunteers and our
supporters!
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
